| figured writing songs for a country singer would be easy so | bought a wig at a garage sale and
put on my best southern drawl. Little did | know that Dixie Lee would pave the way for my future
career as a serious country recording artist, something | never truly set out to do.

Dixie Lee traveled onto some large stages, including overseas on two UN Peace Keeping Tours

for the troops. She was included as a separate performer on the concert poster and at the after
show reception people would be asking for her, even while directly speaking to me. What a riot.”
